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Serrans from around the country met in Chicago January 15-17 for board and committee meetings and to
exchange news and ideas for vocation efforts for the USA. The annual Leadership Conference for incoming
district governors and regional directors was held at the same location this year on January 14. In recent years
the Leadership Conference was a separate event held in spring in Kansas City, but the combined event this year
proved beneficial and saved money from the council’s operating budget.

Members of the Vocations Committee provided an update on the College Connection for Catholics program that was initiated by
the late Dick Stolly of the Serra Club of Lima, Ohio, and was approved as a national program in January of last year. The program
works through local clubs around the country, which coordinate with Catholic high school staffs and parish youth ministers to
provide the names of graduating high school seniors to the campus ministers or nearby parishes at the college and universities the
students will be attending.
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The CCC program is one of the most ambitious and most visible programs nationwide, and it
appears to be gaining traction in helping to keep our young Catholics connected to the church and
thinking about possible vocations as they become young adults. One impediment to the program is
the necessary privacy laws intended to protect these young adults, but hard-working Serrans are
finding that close coordination with the schools pays off in accomplishing the goals of the program.
The Vocations Committee estimated that 60 participating Serra Clubs were able to reach
approximately 10,000 students, up from 4,400 in 2008.

The Membership Committee reported that Serra membership in the USA, as well as around the
world, as continued on a slight downward trend, but there are encouraging signs. Ten new clubs
were charted in the USA, including one in San Antonio. More effort is being focused on
establishing new clubs, particularly on those dioceses that currently have no clubs. The committee
reported that membership in large service organizations in general has been declining in

recent years. The only two that have bucked the trend are the

Boy Scouts and the Knights of Columbus.

Your reporter participated in meetings of the Communications Committee. The committee
considered the fact that cost cutting measures have resulted in only one of the four planned
issues of SerraUSA magazine for 2009-2010 being produced and mailed. The committee
recommended, and the board unanimously approved production and mailing of spring 2010 issue.
The cost of the issue, expected to be mailed in April, will be paid from special reserved accounts,
with a portion covered by advertising and individual donations.

One action to be worked by the Communications
Committee in coming months is solicitation of
suggestions for improving the user-friendliness and
ease of navigation of the USA Council web site. The
committee will consider policies that will better
allocate precious space on the home page in light of
competing demands from the various committees.
Another committee action is exploration of the
potential use of social networking sites such as
Facebook to improve Serra communications and
better reach the younger audience that is critical to

Serra vocation efforts.

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In the Catholic Church, Holy Days of Obligation are those days, other than Sundays, on which the faithful are
required to attend Mass. Sadly, fewer and fewer Catholics in this 21st century make the effort to take them
seriously. It's a sign of Cafeteria Catholicism, which has been eroding our faith for the past fifty years. The 1983
Code of Canon Law standardized ten days to be observed as Holy Days of Obligation throughout the Church.
These days are:

The Immaculate Conception (December 8) Christmas (Feast of the Nativity) (December 25)

Mary, the Mother of God (January 1) Epiphany (January 6) Now celebrated in most of the
USA on the second Sunday after Christmas

St. Joseph, Husband of Mary (March 19) St. Peter and St. Paul (June 29)

The Assumption of Mary (August 15) All Saints (November 1)

The Ascension (39 days after Easter) Now celebrated in most of the USA on a Sunday
Corpus Christi (60 days after Easter) Now celebrated in most of the USA on a Sunday

According to Canon #1246 of the 1983 Code of Canon Law , the conference of bishops can reduce the number of holy days of
obligation or transfer them to Sunday with the approval of the Holy Father. With this regard US Bishops have removed the obligation
status of The Feast of St. Joseph, Husband of Mary , and the Feast of St. Peter and St. Paul , unless they fall on a Sunday, in
which case the Sunday Obligation attaches. Canadian Bishops have moved to Sunday or removed the obligation from all except
Christmas and Mary, Mother of God. The practice of moving or removing Holy Days of Obligation is a two-fold sign: on the one hanc
it recognizes the difficulty of attending Mass on work days today, but also validates those who ignore the obligations of the Church
anyway. In some ways it is truly unfortunate that some conferences of Bishops have given in to secular culture. Most parishes offer
a broad enough range of Mass time that there should be no extraordinary difficulty in attending Mass on as few as three

s \VE€kdays in the USA during the year.

There is no obligation for the faithful to participate at Mass on All Souls, Ash
